The original OASIS controller, designed in 1991, was reaching it’s end of life.  Maintenance and spares issues along with I/O density concerns, prompted us to evaluate replacement alternatives.  It was decided in late 2002 that Support Engineering and the Observatory Support Group would develop a new Mooring controller system to replace the existing Oasis controllers.  This would be a rapid development effort going from concept to implementation in aproximately six months. .
